The ministry combines evangelism, discipleship, and community-based development by 
training health workers with skills such as Bible storying, basic health, micro-enterprise, building 
safe water systems, and prenatal care.

Jody is responsible for developing training materials and working with Children’s Community 
Health Evangelism.
