THE ATHANASIAN CREED PART 11

Whosoever will be saved, before all things it is necessary that he hold the catholic faith.
And the catholic faith is this:

That we worship one God in Trinity, and Trinity in unity, neither confounding the
persons, nor dividing the substance.

The Father was neither made nor created nor begotten; the Son was neither made nor
created, but was alone begotten of the Father; the Spirit was neither made nor created,
but he proceeds from the Father and the Son.

Thus there is one Father, not three fathers; one Son, not three sons; one Holy Spirit,
not three spirits.

And in this Trinity, no one is before or after, greater or less than the other; but all three
persons are in themselves, coeternal and coequal; and so we must worship the Trinity
in unity and the unity in Trinity. Whoever desires to be saved should think thus about
the Trinity.
