THE ATHANASIAN CREED PART |

Whosoever will be saved, before all things it is necessary that he hold the catholic faith.
And the catholic faith is this:

That we worship one God in Trinity, and Trinity in unity, neither confounding the
persons, nor dividing the substance. For there is one gerson of the Father, another of
the Son, and another of the Holy Spirit. But the Godhead of the Father, of the Son,
and of the Holy Spirit is one, the glory equal, the majesty coeternal.

§pirit is Lord. Yet there are not three lords; there is but one Lord.

Justas Christian truth compels us to confess each person individually to be both God
and Lord, so are we forbidden by the catholic religion to say there are three gods or
three lords. Amen.
